ASHRAE Member’s Survival Guide:
Dealing with Legal Issues Affecting Your Business

The law is the central focus of an afternoon seminar and dinner meeting planned
for Monday, April 14, at Maggianos Little Italy restaurant in Schaumburg, Ill.
Participating in either event won’t make you a legal expert but it will help you avoid
some significant legal pitfalls that can set your business back — or shut it down alto-
gether.

The program will feature three knowledgeable speakers. Maralynne Flehner will
explain steps ASHRAE members can take to avoid being sued or limit their exposure
if they do get sued. She’ll identify legal risks and show ways to avoid them through
contract terms or non-legal techniques. She’ll illustrate good and bad contract doc-
uments and discusss how to survive a lawsuit.

Leon E. Shapiro will talk about risk management and insurance, focusing on pro-
fessional liability insurance and commercial/comprehensive general liability insur-
ance policies. He'll explain the differences between these forms of insurance, the spe-
cific rights and obligations related to each form, and how to maximize your insurance
protection.

Our third speaker will be Jeffrey T. Kubes who will deal with real world situations
such as construction project failures. What should you learn from prior mistakes?
He’ll also talk about design profes-
